300 persons, representing 42 de-
legates, assemplpd in Egypt on
Dec. 26, to discuss their mutual
problems. Those include their
national aspirations, the similar-
ity in their standard of living,
racial discrimination, and their
{oreign policy.

This lirst “Afhican-Asian peo-
ples solidarity confercnce” is an
outgrowth of a similar conler-
ence held in Randung in 1955, 1t
was planned in Cairo last Oclo-
ber by a *“national planning com-
mittee" composed of yepresenia-
tives from 22 nations. The pur-
pose is to cultivate a hetter un-
derstanding belween the peoples
of those areas and {0 keep alive
Lhe spirit generaled al Randung.
