In 1816, the Republican Plal
form included the first Federal
Women's Suffage plank.

From 1M3 to 1919, the Demo.
crat Party, in control of all
branches of the Federal gov-
ernment, defeated the proposal
to give women equal suffrage
under the Constitution five times.

In May, 1919, the newly-elect.
ed Republican ‘Congress was as.
sembled. in special session and
its, first act was the introduction
and passage of the Equal Suff-
rage Amendment. When the
Amendment was submitted to
the States, 26 of .the 36 States
which ratified it had.Republican
legislatures,

Of the nine States which took
definite action agsinst ratifi-
cation eight were Democrat,

Twelve States, all Republican,
had given women full suffrage
in State sffairs before the red.
eral Amendment was ratified in
1920,
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
