Congressman
Green a'so backed E. Weshington
Rhodes, a registered Republican,
for the Board of Education, and
supparted and is still supporting
Raymcnd Pace Alexander for a
Common Pleas Judgeship.

Senator-elect Scott, who is high-
ly regarded end respected by Ne-
groes in all sections of the city,
was the only Republican to with-
stand the Democratic sweep of
November. Many Negroes who are
registered as Democrats voieg for
Scott in  Philadelphia, This is
berne out by the fact that although
Governor-elect David L. Lawrence
won Philadelphia by a 177,000
majority, Governor Leader, Dem-
ccrat, only beat Scott by 134,000
votes here.

Mayor Dilworth, long regarded
as a friend of the Negro, did not
veer from that philoscphy in 1958,
as Negroes continued to receive
